e Authorise this policy and support its review on a two year cycle as a minimum or at a time governed by legislation,
regulations, or College learnings that promote a change to the policy and all relevant policy or procedural
guidelines.

e Monitor compliance with the policy via an inbuilt mechanism for ongoing monitoring and review.

e Ensure adequate resources are allocated to allow for the development, effective implementation, communication
and continuous improvement of this policy.

e Evaluate and analyse complaints, concerns and safety incidents relating to this policy.

e Support a culture of openness and continued improvement and accountability to keeping children and young
people safe from abuse.

College Executve | o Advocate and promote child rights, empowering and engaging children and young people in support of this policy
and the Dean of and its expectations.

Boarding o Ensure all staff understand their obligations in accordance with this policy and any related policies and procedural
documentation.

e Ensure this policy is implemented and adhered to amongst staff.

e Ensure the development and implementation of required internal policy/ procedures and guidelines are in place to
support safeguarding children and young people practices in accordance with the expectations of this policy.

e Ensure adequate resources are allocated to allow effective implementation of this policy.
e Ensure staff are fully supported with any decision to initiate action to protect a child from abuse and neglect.

e Ensure appropriate supports, such as counselling and formal debriefing, are provided for any staff involved in a
matter relating to responding to a concern for the safety and wellbeing of a child or young person.

o Proactively share resources and experience in the development of child safe initiatives as they are identified.

o Develop opportunities for regular discussion and review at all levels to support a culture of continuous
improvement and accountability of keeping children and young people safe from abuse and neglect.

e Ensure that all staff are aware of the appropriate recruitment, screening and employment practice in relation to
safeguarding children and young people.

e Review and update this Policy and supporting resources in consultation with relevant stakeholders.
e Evaluate and analyse complaints, concerns and safety incidents relating to this Policy
e Provide training and advice in the application of this policy.

Staf, Contractors | e Advocate and promote child rights, empowering and engaging children and young people in support of this policy
and Volunteers and its expectations.

e Maintain a full understanding of the commitments and expectations of this policy, as well as all other policies and
procedures relevant to safeguarding children and young people.

e Ensure compliance with this policy, fully implementing and adhering to the commitments and expectations.
e Undertake any induction and ongoing training relating to safeguarding of children and young people.

e Support the College’s culture of openness, continued improvement and accountability to children and young
people by engaging in regular review and discussion of College policies and practices and providing feedback to
support improvement.

e Seek guidance from a supervisor or manager if there is ever any lack of understanding in relation to the
commitments and expectations as set out in this policy.

o Adopt appropriate safeguarding practice and behaviour

e Take action to protect children and young people from all forms of child abuse.
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
